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Introduction

Leave two blank lines after the title. The Author names and the affiliations are also centered. The Author Name font is Times New Roman 10. No abstract is required. 

The first-level section titles are in Time Roman 11Bold and use capital letters only for the first letter of each word. The bulk body of the text is in two columns and in Times Roman 10. The first lines of paragraphs are indented and no blank line is required between two paragraphs. The text is right-justified are shown here.

Other Sections

Leave one extra blank line between sections and continue as shown. Tables and Figures can be made either as two columns or one. Their captions use the Times Roman 9.

The Second level headings are in Arial 10 Italic as shown above. Again there is one extra blank line separating the subsection heading from the preceding paragraph. Avoid the use of Third-level headings.

Manuscript length should be 4 (four) or up to 6 (six) pages as maximum, including all figures, tables, and photos.
